Here is what FileSeek shows me if I type the trailing \ after a folder name:
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Note that it only shows one folder, Output.

Here is the actual contents of thAMS_BOOTHS folder:
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Because it can’t seem to find the other folders, I am unable to successfully find text that appears in one or more of the .vb files located in the Classes and Modules folders nor can I find particular text that I know is in an .xml file in the bin folder.  That’s not a good thing.
